                                       Focus of the Sunday Readings 
 

This is my beloved son, with whom I am well pleased; listen to him 

 

“The word of the Lord” is something we hear in church, perhaps without giving it much though. 

Peter and Daniel both remind us that the words of Jesus we hear in Scripture are none other than 

the words of the beloved Son of the Ancient One, who is the Most High over all the earth. We 

would do well to pay close attention to these words. 
  

In the first reading the Prophet Daniel observes the Ancient One on his throne, to whom is 

presented one like a Son of Man who will receive everlasting dominion. The second reading 

reminds us that Jesus is the beloved son of the Father. In the Gospel, Jesus takes Peter, James and 

John up the mountain where he is transfigured. The disciples then see Moses and Elijah 

conversing with him. 
 

Jesus is always there for us. 
 

Sometimes, in the midst of life’s storms, we might feel that Jesus has abandoned us. But Jesus 

walks with us every step along the way. During stormy times, it’s important to turn to Jesus 

because he will give us the grace, guidance and strength we need to endure and make our way out 

of the storm. 
  

The first reading ,God reveals himself to Elijah in a quiet whisper. Paul expresses sorrow in his 

Letter to the Romans that his fellow Israelites have not accepted Jesus as the Messiah. In the 

Gospel, Jesus comes to his disciples, walking on the water during a storm.
