Jesus Heals a Man with Leprosy 

40 A man with leprosy[a] came to him and begged him on 
his knees, “If you are willing, you can make me clean.” 
41 Jesus was indignant.[b] He reached out his hand and 
touched the man. “I am willing,” he said. “Be 
clean!” 42 Immediately the leprosy left him and he was 
cleansed. 
43 Jesus sent him away at once with a strong warn-
ing: 44 “See that you don’t tell this to anyone. But go, 
show yourself to the priest and offer the sacrifices that 
Moses commanded for your cleansing, as a testimony to 
them.” 45 Instead he went out and began to talk freely, 
spreading the news. As a result, Jesus could no longer en-
ter a town openly but stayed outside in lonely places. Yet 
the people still came to him from everywhere. 
 
 
How to Gain Indulgence in the Year of St. Joseph? 

According to the decree issued by the Apostolic Penitentiary on 
Dec. 8, there are ways to receive an indulgence in the Year of 
St. Joseph: 

1) Participate in a spiritual retreat for at least one day that in-
cludes a meditation on St. Joseph.  

2) Pray for St. Joseph’s intercession for the unemployed that 
they might find dignifying work. 

3) Recite the Litany of St. Joseph for persecuted Christians. 
Byzantine Catholics have the option of an Akathist to St. Jo-
seph. 

4) Entrust one’s daily work and activity to the protection of St. 
Joseph the Worker. 

5) Follow St. Joseph’s example in performing a corporal work 
of mercy. These include feeding the hungry, giving drink to the 
thirsty, clothing the naked, sheltering the homeless, visiting the 
imprisoned, visiting the sick, and burying the dead.
