Today's Gospel reminds us of what Jesus had told Nicode-

mus.We must be born from above, from water and the
Spirit, if we are to share God's life as His children. To the
Samaritan and us Jesus exclaims, 'If only you appreciated
the gift of God!'"We can so easily take for granted the di-
vine life we receive through baptism —just as we take for

granted the rain which makes ours a fertile land.

At the end of today's Gospel we're told that Jesus
stayed with the Samaritans for a week.That everyday
word, "stay" has a deep meaning in St. John's Gospel.It
looks forward Jesus' His Final Discourse, just before His
Passion.In this He spoke of the Father and Son staying or
abiding in each other. That is their life and happiness.
Wonder of wonders, we have been called to enter and
share God's very own life and happiness.He wants to
abide in us, and we in Him.That is His sublime gift, sym-
bolised by living water, which Jesus offered the Samaritan
woman and each of us.
