We are asked to 
ignore our natural inclinations toward revenge and rec-
ompense, and instead choose forgiveness and generosi-
ty—Even though Saul is delivered into his hands by the 
Lord, David chooses not to kill him.  

Paul writes that just as we have borne the image of Ad-
am, we shall also bear the image of Christ. Jesus tells his 
disciples to love their enemies, give to everyone who 
asks, and be merciful as the Father is merciful.
